(D) At 0744 plane was sighted inside the anchorage

coming in from the north, through the clouds and low-
hanging haze, at an altitude of about 50 feet. At the time of

sighting, she was at about 1000 yards range and about 800
yards off our starboard quarter, apparently making for a ship
at anchor close to that area. The Pointer and Trainer on the
after 3”.50 gun had first sighted the plane and opened fire

immediately. The first round was a direct hit. The plane
was seen to fly to pieces and hit the water about 300 yards

astern of the ship in anchorage off our starboard quarter.
We were the only ship to fire on this plane.
Plane not identified.
